Ordering OAML Navy Standard Products

C.2.2 (U) Release of OAML Products

(U) The Department of Defense (DoD) and the Department of the Navy (DON) directives impose specific requirements and responsibilities on naval activities that provide CLASSIFIED information and/or controlled technical information to DOD contractors. Specifically, section 12-13 of OPNAVINST 5510.1H addresses requirements for the receipt of CLASSIFIED information and OPNAVINST 5510.161 governs requirements for the release of controlled technical information. The latter directive includes the requirement that contractors hold a valid DD Form 2345 certifying them as a Qualified U.S. Contractor. 

(U) The Commander, Naval Meteorology and Oceanography Command, is the releasing authority for approved OAML products and is responsible for ensuring that contractors fulfill the above requirements, which include confirming that the contractor holds a current DD Form 2345.

C.2.3 (U) Ordering OAML Products

(U) The DoD contracting command must forward written formal requests for OAML products and associated documentation to:

List the information desired on the OAML Product Request (OPR) Form. Validate the contractor’s need for this information under an active existing contract. Verify that the contractor is a Qualified U.S. Contractor (i.e., holds a valid DD Form 2345). Certify that the contractor meets the security requirements for CLASSIFIED and controlled technical information or material (i.e., holds a certified DD Form 254).
